Fleece need to be brought to the Northwestern Michigan Llama Show no later than 8:00 am Saturday, June 5th or send to Jason Fehrenbach at 8057 Albrecht Rd., Karlin, Mi 49643, no later than Thursday, June 3rd, 2010.

Divisions:     Double Coat (up to 24 mo) Full or barrel fleece, 2 discernable fiber types and textures.

Double Coat (24mo and up) Full or barrel fleece, 2 discernable fiber types and textures.

Single Coat (up to 24 mo) Full or barrel fleece, indiscernible fiber type and textures.

Single Coat (24 mo and up) Full or barrel fleece, indiscernible fiber type and textures.

Suri Coat (up to 24 mo) Full or barrel fleece, no crimp, distinct locks, cool, slick hand.

Suri Coat (24 mo and up) Full or barrel fleece, no crimp, distinct locks, cool, slick hand

Huacaya  Light -Full or barrel fleece, 2 discernable fiber types and textures

   Huacaya  Dark -Full or barrel fleece, 2 discernable fiber types and textures

   Huacaya  multi color/grey -Full or barrel fleece, 2 discernable fiber types and textures

   Suri Alpaca Light -Full or barrel fleece, no crimp, distinct locks, cool, slick hand

   Suri Alpaca Dark  -Full or barrel fleece, no crimp, distinct locks, cool, slick hand

Suri Alpaca Multicolor/grey -Full or barrel fleece, no crimp, distinct locks, cool, slick hand

(alpaca walking fleece is also broken into two age groups , up to 24 mo and 24 mo and up)

Rules:

1. Each fleece entry shall include the following:

a. A copy of the ILR Registration Certificate must be placed in the bag with each fleece. The person submitting the fleece must be the registered owner/s and make the entry in the exact name as shown on the ILR Registration Certificate.

b. A Llama Fleece Entry Show Tag (attached) must be entirely completed and place in a clear plastic bag with each fleece. Entry tags and clear plastic bags will be available at check in.

c. Complete the Northwestern Michigan Llama Show Registration Show Entry Form.

d. Please include a photo of the animal for display (for after the fleeces are judged).

e. There will be a $15 shipping/handling/insurance fee for those fleeces to be returned by mail. Please include a mailing address on the registration form.

2. Fleeces shall:

a. Be sheared, not brushed. Shearing can be with an electric or hand shears.

b. Consist of the prime fiber from either the barrel or the full blanket. 

c. Be sheared within two years of the date shown.

d. Have lock structure intact.

e. Be skirted and handpicked.

f. Be submitted in clear unmarked plastic bags, one fleece per bag.

g. Be judged by exhibitor number only.

h. The judge may move a fleece to a different fleece class at her discretion.

3. Fleeces may not:

a. Be washed after shearing.

b. Have crème rinse or other chemicals applied prior to or after shearing.

c. Have guard hairs removed.

4. Desired length of fiber:

a. Up through 24 months of age:

I. Minimum of 3-inch undercoat

b. 25 months of age and older:

I. Minimum of 3-inch undercoat

II. Maximum staple length of 8 inches, including guard hair.

5. Possible disqualifications: The judge has the right to disqualify any fleece. Reason for disqualifications include, but are not limited to:

a. Insect or parasite infestation

b. Stress breaks

c. Staple length too long or too short

d. Excessive vegetation

e. Not following entry criteria

Fleece Awards:  Ribbons will be issued for places 1st-3rd, places will be judged through 6th depending on number of entries. Grand and Reserve Grand Champions will be determined for Double Coat, Single coat, and Suri Coat.

Fees:  $12 for each fleece


        $15 Shipping/Handling/Insurance, if fleece is to be returned.

Specialty Fleece Classes

All entries for these classes must be made from 100% llama and /or alpaca fiber. The fiber used can be natural colors or dyed. The fiber does not have to be from a lama owned by the entrant, but the person submitting the entry must do all workmanship on the item/s. The exhibitor may enter an unlimited number of entries. The entries can be almost anything- use your imagination. Possibilities include, but are not limited to: any wearing apparel such as sweaters, hats, gloves, mittens, scarves, vests, jackets, slippers, ponchos, shawls; household items such as wall hangings, potholders, table runners, placemats, ornaments, blankets, coasters, etc. A small amount of non-lama embellishments will be allowed, i.e. Frame of a picture, pins, beads, and other adornments. Bring items to the Northwestern Michigan Fairgrounds and give to Jason Fehrenbach by 8:00 am Saturday, June 5th or mail them to Jason at 8057 Albrecht Rd., Karlin, Mi 49643. Shipped entries need to arrive no later than Thursday, June 3rd, 2010.

Knitted/Crocheted Small Items –Must be knitted and/or crocheted by the exhibitor only. Hand knitted/crocheted only, no machine knitting. Indicate handspun or commercially spun yarn. Items include by are not limited to: hats, mittens, socks, scarves, slippers, etc. 

Knitted/Crocheted Garments –Must be knitted and/or crocheted by the exhibitor only. Hand knitted/crocheted only, no machine knitting. Indicate handspun or commercially spun yarn. Items include by are not limited to: vests, sweaters, jackets, ponchos, shawls, etc.

Knitted/Crocheted Household/Flat Items- Must be knitted and/or crocheted by the exhibitor only. Hand knitted/crocheted only, no machine knitting. Indicate handspun or commercially spun yarn. Items include by are not limited to: blankets, wall hangings, pot holders, ornaments, table runners, coasters, etc.

Knitted/Crocheted Youth- Must be knitted and/or crocheted by the exhibitor only. Hand knitted/crocheted only, no machine knitting. Indicate handspun or commercially spun yarn.

Felted  (Adult)- Entries must be felted by the exhibitor only. Adult is anyone over age 18.

Felted (Youth)- )- Entries must be felted by the exhibitor only. Youth is anyone age 18 or under.

Handspun Lama, Novice- Hand spun by the exhibitor, with less than two years experience, must use 100% lama fiber. Please include index card with intended use for the yarn. Do not include any personal information.
Handspun Lama, Experienced- Hand spun by the exhibitor, with more than two years experience, must use 100% lama fiber. Please include index card with intended use for the yarn. Do not include any personal information.
Handspun Lama, Youth- Hand spun by the exhibitor, youth must be 18 years of age or younger, must use 100% lama fiber. Please include index card with intended use for the yarn. Do not include any personal information.
Fleece Awards:  Ribbons will be issued for places 1st-3rd, places will be judged through 6th depending on number of entries. Grand and Reserve Champions will be awarded for Knitted/Crocheted, Felted, and Handspun.
